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HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Non-Credit Graduation Requirements

Beginning with the graduating class of 2008, each high
school student must successfully create, annually review,
and complete a five-year education plan for their high school
experience, including what they expect to do the year
following graduation. This requirement also applies to
Running Start students.

Beginning with the graduating class of 2008, each high
school student must successfully earn the state’s Certificate
of Individual Achievement before being eligible for
graduation. This requirement is subject to a finding by the
State Board of Education that the high school Washington
Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) is valid and
reliable for graduation purposes, and required by the state
legislature. This requirement also applies to Running Start
students.

Beginning with the graduating class of 2008, each student in
the Auburn School District shall complete an individual
culminating portfolio by his/her senior year that is required
for graduation. This culminating portfolio consists of the
student demonstrating both his/her learning competencies
and preparations related to state learning goals three and
four. Students transferring from other high schools must
meet both district and building level requirements for the
culminating portfolio at the high school in which they enroll.
The building principal has the authority to modify the
graduation requirement for the culminating portfolio on an
individual basis, consistent with district guidelines. The
culminating portfolio requirement also applies to Running
Start students.

. Student interest and authentic measurement of
essential academic learning requirements are central to
the culminating portfolio. The student’s product will
be another measure of Certificate of Academic
Achievement in portfolio form.

e  The culminating portfolio is a compilation of student
work during their high school years of study. The
portfolio will showcase what a student knows and is
able to do at benchmark standards. All courses should
help students produce representative work for the
culminating portfolio.

o Mastery of technology skills will be represented in the
portfolio.

. Culminating portfolios will be presented either
formally on an individual basis, or collectively,
depending on the model and requirements of each high
school.

. Scoring rubrics will be used at each school to assess
student progress on meeting performance standards on
their respective culminating portfolio, grades 9-12.

e  Students transferring from other high schools must
meet both district and building level requirements for
the culminating portfolio at the high school in which
they enroll. The building principal has the authority to
modify the graduation requirement for the culminating
portfolio on an individual basis, consistent with district
guidelines.

e  The culminating portfolio will profile the student’s
educational achievement during their high school
experience, and will include their educational plan for
the year following graduation.

4. School districts are required to develop student learning plans

for students who did not meet standard on the WASL in
reading, mathematics, and/or writing. The plan is to help
assure that students continue progress in academic
achievement as a foundation and remain on track for high
school graduation.

. If a student does not successfully meet the state standards in

one or more content areas required for the Certificate of
Individual Achievement, then the student may retake the
assessment in the content area up to four times at no cost to
the student.



PERFORMING ARTS

CHOIR - CHORUS 1 (CONCERT)

NON-AUDITION

OPENTO:9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: Interest in choral music
Willingness to learn and perform

Students will, in daily rehearsal, learn music fundamentals,
vocal production, choral style techniques and concepts. They
will learn to follow verbal directions and conducting gestures.
Students will grasp the concepts of self-worth, self-discipline
and the individual’s contribution to the group. Attendance of
daily rehearsal, written and vocal performance tests,
participation in assigned and graded concerts and contests are
part of the assigned grade. Concert Choir is recommended to
students interested in auditioning for select choirs in the early

spring.

CHOIR — ADVANCED (A CAPPELLA)
AUDITION ONLY
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Audition by instructor

Interest in a cappella choral music

Students will, in daily rehearsal, learn music fundamentals,
vocal production and a cappella choral style music. Students
will grasp concepts of self-worth, self-discipline, and the
individual’s contribution to the group. The group will
perform at concerts, competitions and various community
events. Attendance of daily rehearsal, written and vocal
performance tests, participation in assigned and graded
concerts and contests are important parts of the assigned
grade.

CHOIR - CHAMBER
AUDITION ONLY
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Audition by instructor
Interest in choral music and willingness to
learn

Students will, in daily rehearsal, refine their knowledge of
music fundamentals, vocal production, choral style techniques
and concepts through the performance of a variety of
advanced choral literature. They will expand their
understanding of how to follow verbal directions and
conduction gestures. Students will grasp the concepts of self-
worth, self-discipline and the individual’s contribution to the
group. Attendance of daily rehearsal, written and vocal
performance tests, participation in assigned and graded
concerts are important parts of the assigned grade. Concert
tours and contests may also be required. Concert attire is
required.  Fundraising projects will be provided to help
students raise funds necessary for Chamber choir activities.
Auditions will be held early in the spring semester for the
following year’s ensemble.
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CHOIR - SHOW
AUDITION ONLY
OPENTO:9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Audition by instructor
Interest in contemporary music and
choreography
Recommended enrollment in Chamber Choir to reinforce
music fundamentals.

Through daily rehearsal of pop/show style choral literature,
the student will learn vocal technique and choreography. The
students will learn the appropriate style dance of different time
periods as it relates to the music. Through choreographed
musical selections, students will develop professional
performance style and technique. Students will be expected to
attend all performances and acquire the appropriate concert
attire.  Fundraising opportunities will be offered to help
students pay for attire and travel. Auditions will be held in
early spring for the following year’s ensemble.

CHOIR - VOCAL JAZZ ENSEMBLE
AUDITION ONLY
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Audition by instructor

Interest in jazz music
Recommended enrollment in Chamber Choir to reinforce
music fundamentals.

Students will in daily rehearsal, learn and refine their
understanding of music fundamentals, vocal production, jazz
techniques and harmony through the study and performance of
a variety of jazz literature.  They will expand their
understanding and response to the director’s verbal guidance
and conducting gestures. The students will learn
fundamentals of solo and group performance, sophisticated
harmonies, theory and vocal techniques in a pop/jazz idiom.
They must develop a professional attitude towards
performing. Attendance of daily rehearsal, written and vocal
performance tests and participation in concerts and contests
will affect assigned grade. Fundraising opportunities will be
offered to help students pay for concert attire and travel.
Auditions will be held in early spring for the following year’s
ensemble.



PERFORMING ARTS

GUITAR — BEGINNING

OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course

PREREQUISITE: Must be a beginning guitarist with less
than six months playing experience
Must own or rent an acoustic guitar
Must purchase a guitar lesson book

Beginning Guitar students will learn correct fingering of the
guitar, reading both traditional and tablature notation, basic
chord vocabulary, and picking/rhythm styles. A variety of
song styles will be used: pop, folk, classical, and jazz.
Students will be expected to have daily attendance, complete
work on time, always bring guitar and notebook to each class,
make good use of practice time, take notes during lectures,
and have a desire to learn many styles of playing. All songs
presented will be demonstrated by the teacher, with material
and techniques becoming progressively more difficult.

GUITAR - ADVANCED
OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Beginning Guitar or audition by instructor
Must own or rent an acoustic guitar
Must purchase guitar lesson book

Advanced Guitar students will study in more depth correct
fingering of the guitar, reading both traditional and tablature
notation, more extensive chord vocabulary, and
picking/rhythm styles. A variety of song styles will be used:
pop, folk, classical, and jazz. Students will be expected to
have daily attendance, complete work on time, always bring
guitar and notebook to each class, make good use of practice
time, take notes during lectures, and have a desire to learn
many styles of playing.

ORCHESTRA - CHAMBER
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Students will continue to strengthen music fundamentals
including rhythm, reading including counting system, tonality,
scales, scale construction, tone production, style, and musical
terms. Students will perform in large groups and smaller
ensembles. Attendance is required at all performances.
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ORCHESTRA
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

This course will continue to develop technical, ensemble, and
performance skills at an ever increasing level. While the class
is primarily a performance class, it will also provide
enhancement through a study of the historical, cultural, and
aesthetic background of the works being performed.
Performance opportunities will include concert tours, full
symphony and string orchestra literature, and some small
ensemble and solo experiences. Attendance is required at all
performances.

THEATER PRODUCTIONS

OPEN TO: 10, 11,12  One Semester or Full Year Course
Elective credit - does not satisfy high school English
requirement.

Students will actively participate in major areas of technical
Theatre including scenery construction, stage lighting, stage
management, and Theatre management. Some students may
choose make-up or costume design and application. Students
will be required to complete stage work outside of class for
school and community activities as part of their grade. Class
projects are required as part of the grade.
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VISUAL ARTS - COURSE LISTINGS
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VISUAL ARTS

ART - ADVANCED 1 & 2
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Drawing, Painting

Teacher’s signature

Students will spend time drawing, painting, printing, and
sculpting. They will study the use and selection of tools and
media, explore old and new ideas in art. It is assumed that
students have the technical skills to draw and paint at an
advanced level. Imagination, creativity, and individuality are
expected. Projects allow students a wide range of
experimentation. Attendance is strictly required due to the
participatory/interactive nature of the curriculum. Individual
student material costs may be applicable to this course.

ART - ADVANCED 3 &4

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: B grade in Advanced Art 1 & 2
Teacher’s signature

This is an extension of Advanced Art 1-2. This class will be
conducted by individual contract with the student writing out
the kind of work that will be done. The work done in
Advanced Art 3-4 will exceed both in quality and quantity the
work of Advanced Art 1-2. The work will be presented for
shows, competitions, and art portfolios in preparation for
additional schooling after high school. Students must be
highly skilled, motivated, and willing to do research. The
class is limited to those who seriously wish to pursue art after
high school.  The skills taught here will emphasize
composition, use of color, painting techniques, and content.
Students must be able to both judge their own work and
justify their use. Individual student material costs may be
applicable to this course.

CERAMICS 1 - THREE DIMENSIONAL ART
OPEN TO: 9,10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: None

This class focuses upon 3-dimensional art with a
concentration in clay. Study will include functional and
decorative art; animal and human forms and movements; and
abstract forms. Drawing skills will be taught and used.
Attendance is  strictly  required due to  the
participatory/interactive nature of the class curriculum.
Individual student material costs may be applicable to this
course.
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CERAMICS 2 - THREE DIMENSIONAL ART
OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade in Ceramics 1

Teacher’s signature

Students must enroll in this course through individual contract
with instructor. This class focuses upon three-dimensional
ceramic art using a variety of materials and advanced hand-
building techniques. Additionally, students will learn basic
firing techniques including the loading and unloading of a
kiln. The study will include wheel throwing, functional and
decorative art, human form/movements, and abstract forms.
Drawing skills will be used and a detailed portfolio will be
compiled. Attendance is strictly required due to the
participatory/interactive nature of the curriculum. Individual
student material cost may be applicable to this course.

DRAWING 1

OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12
PREREQUISITE: None
CROSS CREDIT: Occupational Education

One Semester Course

TECH PREP COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE

This class is designed to show students how to draw. If you
have never drawn before and would like to know how, or if
you are somewhat accomplished, this course will help you
improve. Drawing materials may include pencil, chalks, ink,
pastels, and the computer. Emphasis is on learning the
elements of art, principals of design and composition.
Computer generated drawing will be introduced using Adobe
Photoshop and Illustrator. Drawing is basic to any other kind
of art. Since this is a studio class, attendance will be a factor
in the grade. Students will learn how to draw using
Macintosh computers. Individual student material costs
may be applicable to this course.

DRAWING 2

OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

CROSS CREDIT: Occupational Education

TECH PREP COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE

This class builds upon the skills learned in the drawing class.
Additional media of colored pencil, colored chalks, pastels,
scratchboard, printing and intermediate computer generated
drawing skills will be introduced. This class is dedicated to
build a portfolio for post-high school study. Work that comes
from this class will be exhibited locally and regionally.
Attendance is  strictly  required due to the
participatory/interactive nature of the class curriculum.
Individual student material costs may be applicable to this
course.



VISUAL ARTS

FABRIC DESIGN 1
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12
PREREQUISITE: None

One Semester Course

This course explores different methods of fabric design
including direct dye, tie dye, batik, printing, marbling,
weaving, felting and paper making. Students will learn to
apply these techniques to original designs they compose. This
course will include demonstrations, lectures, and extensive
studio work and will include fabric and dyes. Attendance and
class participation are, therefore, important grade-determining
and skill-building factors. Attendance is strictly required due
to the participatory/interactive nature of the class curriculum.
Individual student material costs may be applicable to this
course.

FABRIC DESIGN 2
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

This course builds on the basic skills taught in the first
semester. Students will be expected to work on structured and
independent projects showing better technical skills, more
complex designs, and better use of color relationships.
Students will be expected to contract with the teacher on the
variety, processes, and number of pieces to be completed.
Attendance is  strictly  required due to  the
participatory/interactive nature of the class curriculum.
Individual student material costs may be applicable to this
course.

JEWELRY 1

OPENTO: 9,10, 11,12
PREREQUISITE: None
CROSS CREDIT: Occupational Education

One Semester Course

In this class, students will create rings, necklaces, and a
variety of jewelry from metal and other materials. They will
learn skills used in the jewelry industry such as sawing, filing,
polishing, coloring of metal, forming, beadwork, and
soldering. They will also learn how to carve a wax model to
be cast into silver. Consistent attendance, safe work habits,
and care of equipment will be important grade determining
factors.  Class will include lecture, demonstrations, and
extensive studio work. Individual student material costs
may be applicable to this course.
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JEWELRY 2

OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade in Jewelry 1

CROSS CREDIT: Occupational Education

This course builds on the skills taught in Jewelry 1. In
Jewelry 2, students will further explore these skills to enhance
the artistic and technical levels of their jewelry. Techniques
students will be learning in this class include a variety of stone
settings,, mold making and casting, cold connections, mixed
media, roller printing, metal etching, and chain making.
Consistent attendance, note taking and research, attention to
detail, and good work habits are critical factors to student
success in this class. Individual student material costs may
be applicable to this course.

JEWELRY 3&14
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12  One Semester or Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade in Jewelry 2
Teacher’s signature
CROSS CREDIT: Occupational Education

This course gives students an opportunity to expand their
jewelry making skills. Students will select the projects and
areas of study with the instructor’s assistance. Students are
expected and encouraged to participate in area and state metal
art shows. Creating a line of jewelry is also a course
expectation.  Excellent work habits and attendance, note
taking, research, and attention to detail are critical factors to
student success in this class. Individual student material
costs may be applicable to this course.

PAINTING
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12
PREREQUISITE: Drawing

One Semester Course

This class builds upon the drawing class taken previously.
We continue to work with composition and add in color. The
projects will concentrate on understanding how to use color.
We will explore a variety of painting techniques in watercolor,
acrylic and other mediums. Students will learn how to paint
stylistically, realistically, and abstractly. Students will be
matting their finished pieces. Attendance is strictly required
due to the participatory/interactive nature of the class
curriculum.  Individual student material costs may be
applicable to this course.
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MATHEMATICS - COURSE LISTINGS
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MATHEMATICS

ADVANCED ALGEBRA & TRIGONOMETRY
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Recommend C grade in Algebra 1 & 2,
and Geometry 1 & 2
Requires teacher’s signature to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

Advanced Algebra topics are presented and include: discrete
mathematics, equations and inequalities, functions and their
roots, logarithms, and trigonometry. Graphing calculator skills
are taught and applied to problem solving.

ALGEBRA1 &2

OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Recommend a B grade in Foundations 1 &
2, or C grade in Pre-Algebra 1 & 2, 8"
grade math or Foundations 3 & 4
Requires teacher’s signature to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

Fundamentals of Algebra are taught through lecture
presentations and textbook study. Topics include: variables,
exponents, the Cartesian system, linear sentences and systems,
and polynomials. Calculators and graphing skills are taught
and used in problem solving.

APPLIED/CONSUMER MATH

OPENTO: 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Does not satisfy NCAA and four year college requirements.

This program is designed to enable all students to function
successfully in a number-related world, to give students a basis
to increase their mathematical knowledge and improve their
quality of life, and to develop an understanding and
appreciation of mathematics and technology.

BEYOND ADVANCED ALGEBRA &

TRIGONOMETRY
OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Advanced Algebra & Trig or Pre-Calculus

This class is intended for the college prep student not pursuing
calculus in high school. Students will study Advanced
Algebra. Trigonometry and related technologies to prepare for
college level math, the SAT, and college placement tests.
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CALCULUS1 & 2 - ADVANCED

PLACEMENT

OPENTO: 12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Recommend A or B grade in Pre-Calculus
Requires teacher’s signature to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

This course gives the student an introduction to the basic
concepts of calculus for the purpose of taking the AP test and
entering a college calculus course. The student will study
polynomial functions, limits, derivatives, logarithmic and
exponential functions, trigonometric functions, integration, and
their applications.

FOUNDATIONS OF ALGEBRA &
GEOMETRY 1 &2

OPENTO: 9 Full Year Course

Does not satisfy credit for Algebra 1 & 2 or Geometry 1 & 2.
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Does not satisfy NCAA and four year college requirements.

Fundamentals of Algebra and Geometry are taught through
lecture, textbook study and the KEAS program. Topics include
review of basic arithmetic skills, integers, expressions, multi-
step equations, functions, and Cartesian Coordinate System.

FOUNDATIONS OF ALGEBRA &

GEOMETRY 3 &4

OPENTO: 10, 11,12 Full Year Course

Does not satisfy credit for Algebra 1 & 2 or Geometry 1 & 2.

PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Recommend C grade in Foundations 1 & 2
Requires teacher’s permission to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

Does not satisfy NCAA and four year college requirements.

Continue study of fundamental Algebra and Geometry. Topics
include graphing of relations and functions, analyzing and
writing linear equations, systems of equations, polynomials,
and quadratic formula.



MATHEMATICS

GEOMETRY 1 &2

OPEN TO: 9,10, 11, 12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Recommend C grade in Algebra 1 & 2
Requires teacher’s signature to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

Geometry is the study of visual patterns including: points,
lines, planes, triangles, reasoning and proof, transformations,
measurement formulas, similarity, right triangle trigonometry,
and drawing technologies (both hand and computer generated
drawing).

PRE-CALCULUS1 &2
OPENTO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Recommend B grade in Advanced Algebra
& Trigonometry
Requires teacher’s signature to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

Pre-Calculus is the study of advanced functions and graphing,
trigonometry, and discrete mathematics. Problem solving
skills require the use of graphing calculators, and related
technologies. The math content is relevant to sciences,
engineering, business and social sciences.

SEGMENTED MATH

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course

RECOMMENDATION: 11, 12 grade students who have not
passed the Math WASL. Students
will be placed per administration
and counselor recommendation.

Does not satisfy NCAA or four college entrance requirements.

This course will provide intensive, WASL aligned instruction
with three embedded assessments aligned to the Test and Item
Specifications. The course will be divided into thirds. The
three segments will be: Number Sense and Algebraic Sense,
Geometric Sense and Measurement, and Probability and
Statistics. In addition, supplemental resources focusing on
basic skills will be addressed.
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STATISTICS — ADVANCED PLACEMENT
OPENTO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher's signature
Recommend C grade in Advanced Algebra
& Trigonometry
Requires teacher's signature to stay in
course second semester if passing grade is
not earned first semester

This course will introduce students to the concepts and tools
for collecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data in
preparation  for the AP  Statistics test.  Topics
include: describing patterns and departures from patterns,
planning and conducting studies, using probability to
anticipate patterns, and testing hypotheses.

ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE ASSISTANT
OPENTO: 10,11,12 One Semester Course
Only 1 semester per year
PREREQUISITE: Must possess good attendance and
customer service skills
Principal and Secretary’s signature

This course will provide the student with office experience.
Students will learn to interact with the public, staff and
students in a professional manner. They will learn proper
telephone procedures, including accurate message-taking,
utilizing legible handwriting skills. They will also learn the
names and location of staff members, distribution of inter-
district and U.S. mail, and filing. Students must practice and
respect a high degree of confidentiality. This course is a .5
credit per semester class. Students will sign a contract
regarding attendance requirements and office rules and
procedures.

ASB ASSISTANT
OPENTO: 10, 11,12

One Semester Course
Only 1 semester per year
PREREQUISITE: Must possess good attendance and
customer service skills
Athletic or Activities Director signature

Students will learn skills in office management. They will
answer the telephone, take messages, deliver messages, type,
operate a personal computer, and maintain the events
calendar. Some students may be assigned to the school
bookkeeper to work on ASB accounts. This course is a .5
credit per semester class.

ATTENDANCE OFFICE ASSISTANT
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
Only 1 semester per year
PREREQUISITE: Must possess good attendance and
customer service skills
Attendance Secretary’s signature

This course will provide the student with office experience.
Students will learn to meet and interact with the public,
students and staff in a professional manner. Students will
learn proper telephone procedures, including message-taking
and utilizing legible handwriting skills. Other skills include
filing, sorting, office etiquette, the importance of
confidentiality and trust, and duties as assigned by the
secretaries. This course is a .5 credit per semester class.
Students will sign a contract regarding office rules and
procedures.
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CAREER CENTER ASSISTANT
OPEN TO: *10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
Only 1 semester per year
PREREQUISITE: Must possess good attendance and
customer service skills
Career Center staff signature

Position includes typing, filing, answering phones, delivering
student passes, assisting with general upkeep of the Career
Center, updating bulletin boards, and assisting students to find
resources in the Career Center. Experience with computers is
very helpful. Good attendance is a must. This course is a .5
credit per semester class.

GUIDANCE OFFICE ASSISTANT
OPENTO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
Only 1 semester per year
PREREQUISITE: Must possess good attendance and
customer service skills
Counselor’s, Secretary and/or Registrar’s
signature

This course will provide students with office experience.
Students will learn to interact with the public, students, and
school staff in a professional manner. They will be expected
to maintain a high level of confidentiality. They will learn
proper telephone etiquette and message taking. They will be
required to make appointments, deliver messages, file, assist
with mailings, and other duties as assigned by Counseling
Secretary or Registrar. This course is a .5 credit per semester
class. Students will sign a contract regarding attendance
requirements and office rules and procedures.

ELEMENTARY/MIDDLE SCHOOL

ASSISTANT

OPEN TO: 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: Good school attendance
Counselor or Coordinator signature
Students must have an interest in working
with children

Students receive information and paperwork in the Career
Center that needs to be completed before the assistant position
begins. Students will sign a contract dealing with punctuality
and attendance. Students are responsible for transportation to
and from their assigned school. Eighty hours of assisting per
semester earns .5 credits (55 minute period equals on hour).
Enrollment in Careers with Children is highly recommended
as a prerequisite or concurrently while being an elementary
assistant.



MISCELLANEOUS

INTRO TO LEADERSHIP

OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course

PREREQUISITE: Dedication to improving and enhancing
life at Auburn Mountainview High School
Willingness to work hard and be
committed to excellence
Availability for completing projects
outside of class

This course is open to all students interested in developing
leadership skills and the promotion of student activities and
positive school spirit. Students with minimal or no leadership
experience are eligible to enroll. The purpose of this course is
to provide students with the knowledge, skills, and experience
needed to demonstrate their leadership potential. This class
will emphasize process as well as product in utilizing the
skills of communication, group process/dynamics, managerial
and decision-making. Successful class members will be able
to work in small, medium, and large groups as well as
individually. ~ Students will work through a checklist of
activities throughout the semester ranging from school
activities to community service projects.

ADVANCED L EADERSHIP

OPEN TO: ASB and class officers as well as experienced

Intro to Leadership students

PREREQUISITE: Successful completion of Intro to
Leadership or documented equivalent
experience and/or current officer status
Dedication to improving and enhancing
life at Auburn Mountainview High School
Willingness to work hard and be
committed to excellence
Availability for completing projects
outside of class

The purpose of this course is to provide students with the
knowledge, skills and experience needed to further the
development of their leadership strengths. While participating
in this class, students are expected to apply leadership lessons
to different situations, using our classroom, school, and
community as a laboratory.  Students are expected to
participate in a school or community service project, work
effectively in a group, and develop recognition activities.
Participation in some after school/evening weekend activities
is expected where it is essential in completing projects. The
class is required for all ASB officers and class presidents.
Class and club officers are strongly encouraged to take this
class. Cheer staff are welcome to take this class. Students are
expected to work. This is a semester class that may be
repeated for credit.
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LIBRARY/TECHNICIAN ASSISTANT
OPENTO: 9,10, 11, 12 One Semester Course
Only one period per year
PREREQUISITE: Must possess good attendance and
customer service skills
Librarian’s signature

Students will learn the computerized library circulation
system, how to research the online library databases, shelve
books and magazines, assist at the circulation desk, process
materials and pick up and disperse AV equipment. They will
learn proper customer services procedures to work with staff
and students. This course is a .5 credit per semester class.

ORIENTATION
OPENTO: 9
PREREQUISITE: None
CROSS CREDIT: Occupational or Elective

One Semester Course

This course lays the foundation for developing the Senior
Portfolio, the culminating project required for graduation.
Students will complete the ten required assignments along
with beginning to develop their Personalized Educational
Plan. This plan includes a four year course of study and plans
for post high school training. Career aptitude and interest
assessment will provide each student with information to
assist them in selecting an appropriate pathway of study while
at Auburn Mountainview High School. The student will have
an opportunity to prepare a resume, cover letter, and
application that will culminate in a mock job interview
opportunity in a professional environment. The Orientation
class provides each 9th grade student a systematic
introduction to the staff, programs and environment of Auburn
Mountainview High School in the course of the completion of
projects and assignments. Technology will be used throughout
the course and students will be instructed in Word, Career
Cruising, Internet, and Power Point, as well as managing and
maintaining files. Students will strive to develop skills to
perform successfully and in a responsible manner as
individuals and as members of a team. Incorporating the book
“The Seven Habits of Highly Effective Teens” this class
affords the opportunity to learn about habits people need to be
successful students, family & community members and
employees.



MISCELLANEOUS

SERVICE LEARNING

OPENTO: 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

CROSS CREDIT: Occupational

Students will receive classroom instruction on Monday and
Friday. Tuesday through Thursday they will be at their pre-
approved volunteer site. The coordinator/teacher or parent
volunteer will make periodic visits to evaluate progress at the
volunteer site. Students are expected to complete all required
permission forms and volunteer hour verification paperwork
on time, provide their own transportation (and/or carpool with
another Service Learning student) to and from the volunteer
site.  Grading in the course is based on completion of
volunteer hours, the student’s volunteer evaluation, class
projects, and excellent attendance both at school and at the
volunteer site.

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature
Completed application
CROSS CREDIT: Occupational

Students are responsible for the production of a 300+ page
book that includes budget planning, advertising sales, page
design, layout, copy writing, computer layout and copy, and
photography. Students will also be responsible for springtime
planning for next year’s annual. Students must be willing to
work as a member of a team, accept instruction, direction, and
criticism from others. After school, evenings, and some
weekends need to be spent on meeting certain deadlines and
taking photos. Extra after-class time spent on yearbook
production is a mandatory time requirement.

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PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH

AEROBICS
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
Aerobic fitness will include weights, body toning,

strengthening, and cardio-flex. Students will participate in
group-training activities combining step, low-high aerobics,
jogging/walking, light weights, resist-a-ball, and body
conditioning. Students will improve cardiovascular fitness,
increase strength, endurance, and flexibility.  Academic
assignment(s) that meet or exceed State Requirements will be
included in this class each semester.

BASKETBALL
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12

One Semester Course

This course covers basic to upper intermediate skills and team
concepts using man-to-man defense and offensive techniques.
Students are expected to suit up and participate daily and will
be assessed in both skill and written tests.

GOLEF
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12
PREREQUISITE: None

One Semester Course

This course provides students the opportunity to learn about
the game of golf and condition the body for golf. Students
will be required to work on core body strength, flexibility and
cardiovascular endurance, along with learning how to play the
game of golf and all its components. Topics include: History
of Golf, Golf Equipment, Club Making, Golf Fitness, Golf
Swing, Shot Selection, Short Game, Rules of Golf,
Handicapping, Golf Course Management, Golf Psychology,
Golf Etiquette, and Careers in Golf. Individual student
material costs may be applicable to this course.

HEALTH
OPENTO: 9
PREREQUISITE: None

One Semester Course

During the course the student will:

1. Learn the techniques of cardiopulmonary resuscitation and
demonstrate the ability to apply such techniques.

2. Learn how to improve their own consumer habits involving
the use of tobacco, alcohol, and drugs, concerning legal
implications involving drug abuse.

3. Study the areas of human growth and development, mental
health, and inter-personal skills of positive image building.

4. Learn the basic types of diseases and their effect on the
human body.

5. Learn and understand about sexually transmitted diseases,
including AIDS.

6. Learn refusal skills.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION - INTRODUCTION
OPENTO: 9 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: None

Six units will be covered from individual units listed.
BADMINTON: Students will be taught the basic skills of
grip, ready position, footwork, strokes, doubles games, team
play, etiquette, & scoring. Skills & written tests will be given.
BASKETBALL: Students will learn the rules & strategies of
basketball. The class will cover the following skill areas:
shooting (including left & right lay-ins), jump shots, free
throws, left & right hook shots, passing & receiving the ball,
dribbling (includes straight, left & right, & crossover & spin),
balance in jump stops & stride stops, rebounding offense &
defense, the fast break, & player-to-player offense & defense.
FLAG FOOTBALL: Students will be taught how to play the
game of flag football with good knowledge of skills and rules
of the game. Emphasis will be on the passing game.

FIELD SPORTS: A selection of various field sports will be
presented. The emphasis will be on strategies and team work.
SOCCER: Students will be given instruction in the basic
skills and techniques of soccer including tackling, goal
tending, corner kicks, throw-ins, kick off, and goal kicks.
Strategies and team work will be emphasized.
SOFTBALL:Basic slow-pitch skills will be presented and
practiced, along with basic tactics and strategies. Students
will be given the opportunity to play organized games and use
various skills in different positions.

TENNIS:  Students will be given instruction on tennis
strokes, strategies, and rules. They will be given the
opportunity to play recreationally as well as competitively.
VOLLEYBALL: Power volleyball techniques will be
presented and learned, and skills will be improved upon.
Students will cover basic formations and strategies and move
into good competitive matches as soon as possible.
AEROBICS: Students will be given instruction on monitoring
heart rates, correct stretching, warm-up and cool down
techniques.  Students will learn various types of aerobic
activities, i.e., aerobic dance, aerobic exercise, and jogging.
This course can accommodate all fitness and ability levels.
CONDITIONING: Students will learn to use free weights
and Nautilus machines in relation to total body conditioning.
They will also run and perform agility exercises.

JOGGING: Students will be given instruction on correct
jogging form and appropriate attire. They will spend two days
a week doing a form of aerobic conditioning. Students will do
stretch exercises before and after jogging.

PICKLEBALL: Students will be given instruction on
pickleball strokes, strategies, and rules. They will be given
the opportunity to play recreationally, as well as
competitively. Doubles play is emphasized.



PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH

HOCKEY/SOCCER
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12

One Semester Course

Students will be taught knowledge of rules and skills in soccer
and floor hockey. Each student is expected to improve their
skill level, participation, and cooperation with others in the
class. Understanding and implementing strategy will also be
stressed in soccer and floor hockey.

HUMAN SURVIVAL (Health)
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: None

Students will learn personal survival techniques for lifetime
success. Drug abuse and addiction, mental illness, sexual
education, including HIV and AIDS awareness, environmental
effects on health, and other current health issues that affect
teens will be discussed and applied throughout the semester.
Additionally, students will learn how to access information,
advocate for various causes, and develop self-management,
decision-making, and problem-solving skills. Academic
assignment(s) that meet or exceed State Requirements will
be included in this class each semester.

RACQUET SPORTS
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12

One Semester Course

An elective class designed to include tennis, badminton,
pickleball, and possible racquet ball. Individual skills and
team concepts will be developed.

VOLLEYBALL
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12

One Semester Course

In this class, power volleyball skills, techniques, and strategies
will be learned and improved upon. Students will be expected
to suit up and participate daily and will be assessed in both
skills and written tests.

VOLLEYBALL - ADVANCED
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Ms. Bowles’ signature

Basic skills will be practiced and improved upon. In addition,
several different types of strategies involving offense and
defense will be introduced and used in team play (5-1, 6-2
offense, perimeter and rotation defense, one’s, shoots, back
row attacks, blocking schemes).
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WEIGHT TRAINING
OPENTO: 10,11, 12

One Semester Course

Students will be taught to use proper lifting and safety
techniques during all lifting, stretching activities and agilities.
Students will increase their strength and understanding of
training techniques while working all major and minor muscle
groups three to four times per week and engaging in various
forms of aerobic and flexibility activities one to two times a
week.

WEIGHT TRAINING — ADVANCED
OPENTO: 10,11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Mr. Walker’s signature

Students will be taught to use proper lifting and safety
techniques during all lifting and related activities. Students
will increase their strength while working individualized
routines and recording all lifting activities. Students are
expected to be self-motivated as they work all major and
minor muscle groups each week. Major strength gains are
expected. Aerobic and flexibility activities will complete this
total body development unit.

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SCIENCE

ASTRONOMY (LAB SCIENCE)
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: One semester of lab science

Astronomy is the study of objects and matter outside the
earth's atmosphere and of their physical and chemical
properties. The stars we see every night are different sizes
and colors. The patterns they make are called constellations
and were used to navigate the oceans. The life of the stars,
planets, and moons will all be investigated to find out what
will happen in the future to our solar system. The hazards and
origins of meteors and asteroids will be discussed to determine
their threat to the Earth. Night observations, homework, and
laboratories will be included in the course.

BIOLOGY 1 & 2 (LAB SCIENCE)

OPEN TO: 9*, 10**, 11, 12 Full Year Course

*A grade in 8" grade science & teacher recommendation is
required to sign up for Biology as a 9th grader.

**Strongly recommended for 10™ grade students.
PREREQUISITE: One semester of lab science

Biology students will use the scientific method to investigate
the structure, functions, and interactions of living things.
Application of Biology in everyday lives will be emphasized.
Students are expected to work in the science laboratory using
mature and safe behavior. They will follow directions,
express themselves in writing, do mathematical calculations,
and keep a notebook of course work. Regular homework is
required.

BIOLOGY - ADVANCED PLACEMENT
(LAB SCIENCE)
OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: B grade or better in Chemistry 1 & 2
Teacher’s signature
General Biology is recommended

The course will emphasize the biological fundamentals
covered in a first-year college biology program, as well as
appropriate laboratory techniques and investigative methods.
Upon completion of this course, students may elect to take the
advanced placement examination in biology. This is an
advanced course for students with a high interest in science
and especially biology. Students must have a superior
aptitude for science, be capable of independent work, and
have above average reading and writing skills. Students must
come to class during a few “0” hours (approximately one
morning per month).
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CHEMISTRY 1 &2

(ALGEBRA-BASED LAB SCIENCE)

OPENTO: 10,11,12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: 10" graders need a 9" grade science
teacher’s signature and Algebra 1 & 2

This course is intended for students who wish to learn
chemical principles and gain laboratory experience. Students
study modern theories of atomic structure, learn to use
chemical symbols and equations, learn about chemical
reactions, and do chemical calculations. Applications of
chemistry to everyday life are emphasized. Students will be
expected to work with a partner in the laboratory using mature
and safe behavior. They must follow directions, express
themselves in writing, do mathematical calculations using a
calculator, and keep a written notebook of all laboratory
reports. Regular homework will be required.

ENVIRONMENTAL BIOLOGY (LAB SCIENCE)

OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: One semester of lab science

How do humans interact with the environment? Students will
use the scientific method to investigate human impacts on the
ecology of air, land, and water environments. Some topics
include pollution, waste management, population, resource
depletion, and endangered species. Students will use thinking
and decision-making skills to analyze issues concerning the
environment.  Numerous labs, including inquiry and self-
designed labs, are core to the class. Field experiences and
guest speakers are also part of the class.

GEOLOGY (LAB SCIENCE)
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: One semester of lab science

Geology is the science that deals with the history of the earth
and its life especially as recorded in rocks. The surface of the
Earth is alive and moving. At the surface and buried deep in
the crust, evidence of the Earth’s past is all around us. Come
and learn how to identify types of rocks, soils, and processes
that will tell you what has happened in the past to what is
going on at the present. The rocks tell of the geologic time
periods and the phenomena that have shaped the Earth. Field
experiences, laboratories, and homework will be included in
this course.



SCIENCE

HUMAN ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY

(LAB SCIENCE)
OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Biology or instructor approval
CROSS CREDIT: Occupational

PE/Health (with medical waiver only)
May not satisfy college entrance requirements

This course provides students with knowledge of the human
body as a whole, including the study of the digestive,
endocrine, excretory, skeletal, reproductive, circulatory,
respiratory, sensory, and muscular systems. It will also
acquaint students with basic medical terminology. Lab work
includes cat dissection and A.D.A.M. computerized
dissection.  Individual student material costs may be
applicable to this course.

MARINE BIOLOGY (LAB SCIENCE)
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Biology

From seaweeds to seals, plankton to porpoises, this class is
about life in the ocean. Students will investigate ocean zones,
fish, sharks, marine mammals, plankton, seaweed, and the
characteristics of Puget Sound. Numerous labs, activities,
independent (student-designed) projects and a field trip will
be a part of the course. Class attendance and participation are
required to succeed in this course.

PHYSICS1&?2

(ALGEBRA-BASED LAB SCIENCE)
OPENTO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C or better in Algebra 3 & 4
One year of previous high school science,
preferably Chemistry
Pre-Calculus or other advanced math is
recommended

This course is intended for those who plan to attend college,
since physics is one of the three core subjects colleges want
incoming students to have. It is also for those students who
may not directly attend a four year college, but plan on
continuing their education beyond high school. Good skills
in reading, writing and mathematics are necessary to perform
well in the labs and class work. Topics studied include
velocity, acceleration, forces, gravitation, momentum and
machines.  Additional topics (electricity, light, sound,
quantum theory, etc.) may be explored, depending on class
interest.
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SCIENCE LINKS (LAB SCIENCE)

OPENTO: 9 Semseter/Full Year
Course
PREREQUISITE: None

In this class students use science to solve problems and
understand how the world works. Investigative skills and
concepts of physics, chemistry, and geology will lay a firm
foundation for further explorations in other science courses.
Students are expected to work in the science laboratory using
matures and safe behavior. They will follow directions,
express themselves in writing, do mathematical calculations,
and keep a notebook of coursework. Regular homework is
required. This course is required in order to take most other
lab science courses.

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SOCIAL STUDIES

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT & CIVICS
OPENTO: 11 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: None

This course will examine the purpose and functions of federal,
state, and local government as well as civil ideals and
practices. Emphasis will be on the study of local government
and the community through service and participation. Civic
discourse, citizen responsibility, involvement, and knowledge
of current governmental issues will be featured.

EUROPEAN HISTORY - ADVANCED

PLACEMENT
OPENTO: 10,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Advanced Placement European History is a college-level
comprehensive survey of European history from the
Renaissance to the present day. It is designed to provide
students with the analytical skills and factual knowledge
needed to deal critically with issues and events in European
history. This course prepares students for intermediate level
college courses by making demands upon them equivalent to
those of full-year introductory college courses. It also prepares
students for the national Advanced Placement European
History exam offered in May. Students who successfully
complete the AP European History exam can earn college
credit. This course satisfies the Global Issues requirement.

GLOBAL ISSUES
OPEN TO: 12
PREREQUISITE: None

One Semester Course

This course provides an in-depth survey of United States
foreign policy, United Nations function and role in the world,
economics and international trade in a global economy, and
environmental issues as they relate to an interdependent
world.

PSYCHOLOGY 1 &2

OPENTO: 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: First semester is not a prerequisite for
second semester

As an introductory psychology course, this class covers a wide
range of topics. First semester explores physiology and
behavior, learning, sensation, perception, emotions,
motivations, and developmental psychology. Semester two
explores personality, interaction, abnormal psychology, and
several aspects of social psychology.
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SOCIOLOGY 1&2

OPENTO: 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: First semester is not a prerequisite for
second semester

The course is an introduction to Sociology. Therefore, the
student will be exposed to a variety of topics. First semester
introduces the student to the scientific method of sociological
research, organization of society, collective behavior, social
institutions, and social change. Second semester the student
will focus on culture, culture values and norms, social
problems, and culture and sociology as it pertains to the
individual. Students will learn to better understand their role
in the family, community, society, and the world. Further,
students will be encouraged to understand and appreciate
cultural differences and similarities.

UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT & POLITICS -

ADVANCED PLACEMENT
OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

The AP course in U.S. Government and Politics will give
students an analytical perspective on government and politics
in the United States. This course includes both the study of
general concepts used to interpret U.S. politics and the analysis
of specific examples. It also requires familiarity with the
various institutions, groups, beliefs and ideas that constitute
U.S. politics. Students will become acquainted with the variety
of theoretical perspectives and explanations for various
behaviors and outcomes. Topics include: Constitutional
Underpinnings of United States Government, Political Beliefs
and Behaviors; Political Parties; Institutions of National
Government; Public Policy; and Civil Rights. The class will
result in the expectation of AP test participation in the spring.

UNITED STATES HISTORY 1 & 2
OPEN TO: 10, 11 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: None

Students will examine basic features of United States history
during the period of 1877 to the present. The catalyst for
studying this time in United Sates history will be the themes
of change, national identity, power, authority & governance,
and global connections. The course will include, but not be
limited to the following: industrialization, immigration,
reform, W.W.I, the twenties, depression and the New Deal,
W.W.II, civil rights, the Vietnam War, and contemporary
times.



SOCIAL STUDIES

UNITED STATESHISTORY 1& 2 -

ADVANCED PLACEMENT
OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Advanced Placement United States History is a college-level
comprehensive survey of United States history from the pre-
Columbian period to the present day. It is designed to provide
students with the analytical skills and factual knowledge
needed to deal critically with issues and events in United
States history. This course prepares students for intermediate
level college courses by making demands upon them
equivalent to those of full-year introductory college courses. It
also prepares students for the national Advanced Placement
United States History exam offered in May. Students who
successfully complete the AP United States History exam can
earn college credit.

WASHINGTON STATE HISTORY
OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: None

All Students graduating from a high school in Washington
State must complete a course in Washington State History.
Most students in the Auburn School District have completed
this requirement in Eighth grade. If you have not done so this
course will satisfy this graduation requirement. Students
taking this course will learn a basic understanding of the
Constitution, geography, history, and government of
Washington and the culture, history and government of the
American Indian people who were the first inhabitants of
Washington State.

WORLD STUDIES
OPENTO: 9
PREREQUISITE: None

One Semester Course

Students will begin a thematic examination of world history
and world geography that will highlight Africa, the Americas,
Asia, Europe, and the Middle East. Throughout this course,
students will use religion, contributions, and government as
overriding themes for the basis of comparison within each
geographic area. Students will develop and refine
foundational social studies skills such as map reading and
interpretation, outlining, note taking, evaluation of sources,
and presentation skills.
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WORLD STUDIES - HONORS
OPENTO: 9 One Semester Course
PREREQUISITE: Teacher’s signature

Students will use a thematic examination of world history and
geography that will highlight Europe, The Middle East, The
Americans, Asia, and Africa with emphasis on primary source
document analysis and document based questions in
preparation for possible future advanced placement courses.
Throughout this course the student will use religion,
contributions and government as overriding themes as the
basis of comparison within each geographic area. Students
will develop and refine foundational skills such as map
reading and interpretation, outline note taking, evaluation of
sources and presentation, among others. Students can expect
a quicker pace, more critical thinking, and a challenging
workload in this course.

OPENTO: 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Special Services qualified - IEP

Community lab is a program that provides pre-Career and
Technical Education training by cooperatively utilizing the
resources of the community and school. This program is
designed to provide an opportunity for student to obtain on-
the-job training with a related school curriculum. Students are
expected to display good work habits, have good attendance,
be cooperative with the employer, and increase their work
skills. Students will receive school credit in appropriate area
rather than pay.

SPECIAL SERVICESENGLISH 1,2 3,4,5
Foundation Mathematics
OPENTO: 9,10, 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Special Services qualified — IEP

For reading or written language

Students should have a desire and willingness to work towards
improving their reading, writing, and oral communication
skills. Good attendance is necessary to pass the course.
Students will work in small groups or individually to complete
work prescribed to meet individualized goals as well as
minimum grade level curriculum with the ultimate goal of
inclusion in a general education English class.

SPECIAL SERVICES MATHEMATICS 1,2, 3,4
OPEN TO: 910, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Special Services qualified — IEP

Students are provided an opportunity to increase basic
mathematics skills to a usable performance level. Consumer,
business, and computerized program options are available.
Students work cooperatively and individually to increase
proficiency in basic operation and measurement while
learning and applying new skills. Grades are based on daily
performance in the classroom.
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SPECIAL SERVICES SOCIAL SKILLS
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Special Services qualified - IEP

If a student qualifies for special services in the area of Social
Skills or Behavior Intervention, the IEP team may determine
that those needs would best be met in and through this class.
Each student's individual needs will be worked on through
their IEP goals and objectives. Each student will be evaluated
to determine what their needs are in Daily Living Skills,
Personal and Social Skills and Occupational Guidance and
Preparation. The class will then be aligned to meet the
specific needs of the class using the Life Centered Career
Education curriculum. The main focus will be on Personal
and Social Skills.

SPECIAL SERVICES STUDY SKILLS
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11,12 One Semester or Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Special Services qualified - IEP

Students will be guided towards improving their
organizational and study skills. Students will be given an
opportunity to work on assignments from their mainstream
classes with individual/group assistance. The main course
objectives are to provide an environment conducive to
successful task completion and develop a positive work ethic.

VOCATIONAL RESOURCE INSTRUCTION -

SOCIAL STUDIES
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Special Services qualified — IEP

If the IEP team feels that a student should receive their social
studies credit in a special education setting, this class will
serve as that setting. Each student will be evaluated to
determine what their needs are in Daily Living Skills,
Personal and Social Skills and Occupational Guidance and
Preparation. The class will then be aligned to meet the
specific needs of the class using the Life Centered Career
Education curriculum. The main focus will be on
Occupational Guidance and Preparation.
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WORLD LANGUAGES

Note: due to a trend of colleges testing foreign language
knowledge as an entrance/placement tool, we recommend at
least three years of foreign language.

FRENCH1 &2
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11, 12
PREREQUISITE: None
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

Full Year Course

Students will learn basics of the French language through the
study of vocabulary, reading, writing, and listening. There
will be plenty of opportunity to practice conversing and
speaking in French. Students will also learn about French and
francophone cultures by exploring French cuisine, music,
films, holidays, fashion, sights, and geography.

FRENCH3 & 4

OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in French 1 & 2
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

A continuation of French 1 & 2 where students will review the
skills learned in first year French and continue to study at a
more advanced level. Students will gain additional
knowledge and have more advanced practice in speaking,
reading, writing, and listening to French. Students will study
some French short stories and tales. Student will also learn
about French and francophone cultures by exploring French
cuisine, music films, holidays, fashion, sights, and art.

FRENCH5 &6

OPENTO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in French 3 & 4
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

A continuation of French 3 & 4 where students will review the
skills learned in second-year French and continue to study at a
more advanced level. More advanced readings and short
stories will be explored, and topics will be discussed using
more advanced French language.  Travel and career
opportunities and further cultural studies will be pursued.
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FRENCH 7 & 8 - ADVANCED PLACEMENT

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in French5 & 6
Teacher’s signature

Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second

semester.

This advanced-level course is a continuation of French 5 & 6.
The studies in this course will include preparation for the
Advanced Placement Exam, which students may elect to take
in the spring for potential college credit. While reviewing and
exploring more in-depth the grammar of the French language,
students will read and discuss French literature, and further
develop their overall proficiency in the language through their
active involvement in a variety of different engaging
activities.

GERMAN3 &4

OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in German 1 & 2
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

A continuation of German 1 & 2 where students will review
the skills learned in first-year German and continue to study at
a more advanced level. Students will study some German
fairy tales and short stories.

GERMANS5 & 6

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in German 3 & 4
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

A continuation of German 3 & 4. German language, short
stories, films, magazines, foods, popular songs, and art will be
explored at a more advanced level. This class is commonly
taught combined with AP German. Students proficient in
German 5 & 6 may take the AP exam in May.
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JAPANESE 1 & 2
OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12
PREREQUISITE: None
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled in second
semester.

Full Year Course

This beginning course will focus on the recognition and the
writing of the kana syllabaries, followed by simple
grammatical structures, listening comprehension and
speaking. Students will also learn Japanese culture through
songs, folktales, videos and history. Peer interaction, group
projects and cultural simulations will be the main focus in
acquiring students’ language proficiency. The significance
of Japanese language proficiency in the Pacific Rim and the
impact of bilingualism will also be introduced.

JAPANESE 3 &4

OPEN TO: 10,11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Japanese 1 & 2
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled in second
semester.

Students will review first-year Japanese vocabulary and
grammar and they will continue to study at a more advanced
level, including Kanji and more complex grammar.
Emphasis will continue to be on communication and
students will continue to study Japanese culture through
songs, folktales, videos and history. Opportunities to study
more in-depth into Japanese cultural insights (ninja, geisha,
samurai...etc) will be available as well.

JAPANESE 5 & 6

OPENTO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Japanese 3 & 4
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled in second
semester.

A continuation of Japanese 3 & 4, this course reviews the
skills learned in first and second year Japanese and builds to
advanced levels. Songs, folktales, videos and history will
remain a component of their studies to ensure language
learning within its social and cultural context. There will be
more emphasis on Kanji, vocabulary and sophisticated
grammar, but emphasis will remain on communicative
activities. Various facets of Japanese culture will be further
examined within their historical and social context.
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JAPANESE 7 & 8—-ADVANCED PLACEMENT

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Japanese 5 & 6
Teacher’s signature

Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled in second

semester.

This advanced-level course is a continuation of Japanese 5
& 6. The studies in this course will include preparation for
the Advanced Placement Exam, which students may elect to
take in the spring for potential college credit. This course
reviews the skills learned in second and third year Japanese
and builds to advanced levels. Songs, folktales, videos and
history will remain a component of students' studies to
ensure language learning within its social and cultural
context. Kanji, vocabulary and sophisticated grammar will
be emphasized. This course will be taught Immersion Style.

LATIN1 &2

OPEN TO: 9, 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in English

Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

This first-year course will focus on the grammar and
vocabulary of the Latin language. Students will learn to
read and write Latin and study roots and origins of English
vocabulary. Readings will include selections of prose and
poetry. Roman culture and history will also be studied with
emphasis on Rome’s influence (literary and other) on
western civilization.

LATIN3 &4

OPEN TO: 10, 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Latin 1 & 2
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

This second-year course will continue in its study of Latin
grammar and vocabulary, but the emphasis will be on
reading the Latin of the great Roman writers, e.g., Virgil,
Ovid, Catullus, Cicero. This course will also offer a more
in-depth look into ancient Roman history, mythology,
religion, etc. These various facets of Roman culture will be
studied within their historical context as well as how they
have acted as precursors and influences for our own modern
culture.
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LATINS5 &6

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: Cgrade in Latin 3 &4

Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

This advanced course will focus almost exclusively on
Vergil’s Aeneid. Large sections of books 1, 2, 4, and 6 will
be read in the original Latin. Attention will be directed to
various aspects of the poetry including metrics, historical
context, mythology, ancient religion, and literary devices.

SPANISH1 & 2
OPENTO: 9, 10, 11,12
PREREQUISITE: None
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

Full Year Course

In Spanish 1 & 2 students will explore the sounds, symbols
and cultures of Spanish-speaking people through peer
interaction, audio and video activities, holiday observations,
and music and cultural simulations, among other activities.
Students will learn basic listening, speaking, reading and
writing skills in Spanish, and acquire the proficiency to talk
in present tense about basic personal information, foods,
shopping, school, leisure activities and more. Students will
also receive an introduction to narrating in past tense.

SPANISH3 & 4

OPEN TO: 10, 11, 12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Spanish 1 & 2
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

Spanish 3 & 4 is a continuation of Spanish 1 & 2, where
students will review the skills learned in first-year Spanish
and continue to study the language through further
interaction and exploration, but at a more sophisticated
level. Students will become proficient in knowing how to
tell stories and how to talk about interesting things they
have done and seen. Spanish 3 & 4 students will also learn
how to give advice to others and how to talk about what
they will do in the future. Spanish 3 & 4 is an intermediate
course that prepares them for mastery-level learning of the
language in Spanish 5 & 6.
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SPANISH5 & 6

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course
PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Spanish 3 & 4
Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second
semester.

Spanish 5 & 6 is a continuation of Spanish 3 & 4, in which
students will further their proficiency of the Spanish
language to the mastery level.  Students' abilities to
understand and narrate advanced-level stories in Spanish
will be emphasized. Through their active participation,
students will acquire advanced grammatical structures in
Spanish and learn about cultural topics as well.

SPANISH 7 & 8 - ADVANCED PLACEMENT

OPEN TO: 11,12 Full Year Course

PREREQUISITE: C grade or better in Spanish 5 & 6
Teacher’s signature

Students must pass first semester to stay enrolled second

semester.

This advanced-level course is a continuation of Spanish 5 &
6. The studies in this course will include preparation for the
Advanced Placement Exam, which students may elect to
take in the spring for potential college credit. While
reviewing and exploring more in-depth the grammar of the
Spanish language, students will read and discuss Spanish
literature, and further develop their overall proficiency in
the language through their active involvement in a variety
of different engaging activities.
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STUDENT RIGHTS, RESPONSIBILITIES AND REGULATIONS

This publication contains rights, responsibilities, and
regulations for students who attend an Auburn School
District school. These rules and regulations have been
established so a student can be assured an educational
setting where he or she can learn with as few disruptions
as possible.

If you have questions regarding this publication, please
contact the principal at your child’s school.

STUDENT RIGHTS

Due process

Students may be subject to discipline suspension or expulsion
including emergency expulsion for violating district and
school rules, regulations, and policies. The procedures for
appealing these actions are found in ASD Policy and
Regulation 3313 and WAC 180-40-240 through 320. In
general, these require student discipline be administered fairly
and equitably and will be subject to due process
considerations.

Freedom of Expression

1. Students are entitled to express their personal opinions
verbally, symbolically and in writing. Student expression
may not contain language or ideas of such a nature that it
is reasonably probable the expression will create hostility
or violent or unlawful behavior, be libelous, slanderous,
profane, vulgar or obscene, or materially and substantially
interfere with the educational process. Student
expression may not attack ethnic, religious, disabled,
gender or racial groups.

2. School-sponsored student publications and presentations
are not public forums. School officials may review and
exercise editorial control over school-sponsored student
publications and presentations.

3. To prevent interference with the school program, non-
school publication and distribution of leaflets and
handbills require the principal to determine the time and
place of distribution and to clarify student responsibility
for content.

4. Student groups which are not authorized by the
Associated Student Body may conduct meetings during
non-instructional time by submitting an application to the
school principal. School personnel may not participate in
the meeting and non-students may not initiate, direct,
control or regularly attend the meeting.

5. Freedom of peaceful assembly is regulated in time and
place by the building administrator. Demonstrations
which interfere with the operation of the school or
classroom are prohibited. Classroom attendance takes
precedence over freedom to assemble.

6. Distribution of unlawful materials in school buildings or
on the grounds is prohibited.

7. Any violation by any student(s) of the limitations of
freedom of expression may subject the student to
disciplinary action. ASD 3220
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Search and Seizure

A student shall be free from searches by school officials of
his/her clothing and other personal property unless there is
reasonable ground to believe the search is necessary to yield
evidence of a student’s violation of the law or school rule.

Student lockers, desks, and other storage areas remain the
property of the school district and school officials retain the
right to inspect lockers, desks or other storage areas assigned
to students. No right nor expectation of privacy exists for any
student, and these areas may be inspected or searched by
school authorities at any time without prior notice and without
reasonable suspicion that the search will yield evidence of a
student’s violation of the law or a school rule. Any
container(s) found as a result of a search of a locker, desk or
other storage area may be searched if there is reasonable
suspicion the container(s) holds evidence of a student’s
violation of the law or school rule.

A principal or designee may not subject a student to a strip
search or body-cavity search as those terms are defined in
RCW 10.79.070.

Illegal items, such as drugs, drug paraphernalia, firearms,
weapons or other possessions reasonable determined to be a
threat to the safety or security of others, may be seized by
school authorities. Items which are used to disrupt or interfere
with the educational process may be temporarily removed
from student possession. ASD 3231

Discrimination and Sexual Harassment

All students are protected from discrimination and harassment
on the basis of race, sex, religion, natural origin and disability
under Title VI, Title IX, and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973. Copies of the district’s policies against
discrimination are available upon request. ASD 3210

Interview and Apprehension of Students

On occasion it is necessary for law enforcement officers or
Child Protective Service (CPS) authorities to interview
students or take them into custody during the school hours. In
such instances the district will act in accordance with ASD
4411,
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STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES

1.

*Commission _or _Participation in Criminal Acts--

Commission or participation in criminal acts on or about

school or at school-sponsored activities or functions is

prohibited and will be referred to the appropriate legal
authority for disposition. Disciplinary action may be taken
by school authorities whether or not criminal charges result.

a. Arson--intentionally setting a fire.

b. Assault--physical threats or violence performed on a
person.

c. Burglary--unlawful entry into a school facility with intent
to perform theft or vandalism.

d.Drugs and alcohol--possession, use, or sale dangerous
drugs, narcotics, or alcohol on school property or at
school-sponsored activities or functions.

e. Explosives--possession of explosive devices or materials
on or about school property and at school-sponsored
activities and functions; or threats, stated or implied, to
place explosive materials or devices on or about school
property.

f. Extortion, blackmail, or coercion--obtaining money,
property, or favor by violence or threat of violence
performed against persons or by forcing another to
perform any act against his will by force or threat of
force.

g.Dangerous weapons--illegal possession or use of
firearms, knives, clubs, or other implements that could be
used as weapons, on or about school property or at
school property or at school-sponsored activities or
functions.

h. Larceny--theft of property of another student, school
employee, or the district.

i. Malicious mischief--intentional damage to property of
another student, employee, or the district.

j- Trespassing--being present in an unauthorized place or
refusing to leave when ordered to do so.

k.Unlawful interference--interfering with any district
employee in the proper conduct of his responsibilities by
force or threat of force.

Attendance--Students will attend regularly scheduled
classes unless officially excused. ASD 3110

Closed Campus--Auburn School District will have a closed
campus requiring all students to remain on the school
grounds from time of arrival until officially excused. ASD
3242

Dress and Physical Appearance--Students' appearance
should be neat and clean. Dress and appearance which
cause disruption of the educational process or present
health or safety problems will not be permitted. Gang
apparent colors and insignias, etc., are prohibited within the
school setting. ASD 3224
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Electronic Devices/Equipment and/or Laser Devices--
Cellular phones, pagers, and/or laser devices are not to be
brought to school. Audio equipment needed for
instructional purposes will be provided through the audio-
visual equipment center. Violators will be subject to
discipline and confiscation of the device. Unique situations
which require a pager or phone must be approved by parent
contact with the school principal.

*Gang Activity or Association--The board of directors will
endeavor to provide a safe educational environment free of
unnecessary disruption and intimidation for all students. A
balance will be maintained between basic student rights and
freedoms and the need to limit the expression of those
rights and freedoms to the extent necessary to ensure the
safety of students and faculty and to preserve an
appropriate educational environment for students.

Persons joined together to promote or participate in illegal
activities may cause substantial disruption of the
educational process and injury and/or intimidation of
students and staff. The existence of groups of persons
formed for the promotion of illegal activity on school
property or at school activities or events is a violation of
district policy. The use of colors, insignia, dress, or
symbols either of tangible personal property, a distinctive
form of grooming, or a manner of dress to create a
reasonable belief by a student or staff member that a
student is a member of a group of persons that promotes
illegal activity and/or has the purpose of promoting racial
bias is disruptive to the educational process and is,
therefore, prohibited.

Any person or persons who act in such a way as to initiate,
advocate, or promote activities which threaten the safety or
well being of persons or property on school grounds or
which disrupt the school environment will be subject to
disciplinary action consistent with school district
disciplinary policies and regulations. ASD 3224

Use or Possession of Tobacco and Tobacco Products--Use

of tobacco and tobacco products by students is not
permitted on school property or at school-sponsored
activities or events. ASD 3240.7

*1llegal Drugs/Alcohol--Any student who (a) illegally uses,
possesses, sells, or is under the influence of drugs, alcohol,
controlled or mood altering substances; (b) illegally uses,
possesses, sells, or is under the influence of medication
which is not prescribed for his/her use by a licensed doctor;
or (c) illegally uses, possesses, sells, or gives to another,
drug paraphernalia on school property, or at a school-
sponsored activity or event, will be disciplined. Such
discipline may include participation in intervention
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activities, referral to a law enforcement agency when
appropriate, and/or suspension or expulsion from school.
ASD 3240.8

Student Compliance--All students will obey the written
rules and regulations established for the orderly operation
of the Auburn schools. Further, they will comply with
reasonable requests and directives of district personnel.
Students will follow the required courses of study and
submit to reasonable corrective action by the school district
and its representatives for violations of district policies,
regulations, and rules. ASD 3240.4

Disruption--Disruption of the educational processes will
not be permitted. ASD 3240.11

Conduct at Off-campus School-sponsored Events--The
student's attendance at evening and weekend school-
sponsored events is conditioned upon his/her observance of
school policies, regulations, and rules. ASD 3240.9

Cumulative Violations--Students who consistently violate
various school policies, rules, and regulations will be
subject to suspension. ASD 3240.1

Profanity and Vulgarity--The use of vulgar or profane
language by students on school property or at school-
sponsored activities or events is prohibited. ASD 3240.10

Student Vehicles--Students driving motor vehicles to and
from school will abide by the rules of vehicle use during
the school day and as prescribed by the board of directors.
ASD 3241

Electronic Communication System/Computer Technology
(Internet)--Computers and the network are district property
and must be used appropriately. Equipment and network
are subject to monitoring to assure appropriate use.

No use of the electronic communication system shall serve
to disrupt the operation of the system. Hardware or
software shall not be destroyed, modified, or abused in any
way. Malicious use of the system to develop programs that
harass others or gain unauthorized access to any computer
or computing system and/or damage components of a
computer or system is prohibited. Inappropriate use of
computers, technology, and/or the Internet will subject the
student to disciplinary action. ASD 2314

*Damage or Destruction of School Property--Any student
who intentionally damages any school district property
shall be subject to suspension or expulsion from school.
The parent or guardian of the student shall be liable for the
payment of damages. ASD 3240.12
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17. *Damage or Destruction of Private Property--Students
intentionally or with gross carelessness cause or attempt to
cause damage to or steal or attempt to steal valuable private
property at school or school-sponsored events will be
subject to suspension or expulsion from school. ASD
3240.13

18. *Extortion, Assault or Causing Physical Injury--A student
will not extort anything, threaten injury or attempt to cause
physical injury, or intentionally behave in such a way as
could reasonably be expected to cause physical injury to
any person. ASD 3240.14

19. *Weapons and Dangerous Instruments--Use, possession, or
transmission of any weapon or object that could reasonably
be considered a weapon by any student on school property
or at a school-sponsored activity, event, or function is
prohibited. ASD 3240.15

20. Personal Protection Spray Devices (PPSD)--State law
requires that students ages 14-17 have parent permission to
carry PPSDs and this must be registered with the school
principal. PPSDs are intended as a personal defensive
instrument and inappropriate distribution and/or use of the
product will subject the student to disciplinary action.

21. Firearms—A student carrying a firearm on to, or
possessing a firearm on school premises shall be expelled
from school for not less then one-year. ASD 3240.15
(RCW-28A:600:010, and 28A.600.420)

Disciplinary  Action--Disciplinary action includes those
measures authorized by the board of directors and employed by
school personnel to insure that appropriate levels of order and
discipline essential to effective teaching and learning are
maintained. Emphasis is placed on the student’s responsibility
for self-control and self-management; however, discipline
(3240.3), emergency removal (3330), short-term suspension
(3321), long-term suspension (3323), and expulsion (3320) will
be imposed when the need for such action is indicated. ASD
3330

Discipline--Discipline will mean all forms of corrective action
other than suspension or expulsion. Corrective action will be
imposed for cause and with due process. As provided in statute,
teachers, administrators, and other designated employees have
the responsibility and authority to discipline students for
disruptive or disorderly conduct at school, school-sponsored
activities or events. Students in transit in any district vehicle are
subject to this authority. ASD 3240.3

Emergency Removal--A student may be removed immediately
from a class, subject, or activity by a certificated teacher and
sent to the principal or designee; provided, the teacher has
reason to believe the student's presence poses an immediate and
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continuing danger to the student, other students, or school
personnel or an immediate and continuing threat of substantial
disruption of the class, subject, activity, or educational process
(WAC 180-40-290). ASD 3330

Short-term Suspension--Means a denial of attendance at any
single subject or class, or at any full schedule of subjects or
classes, or at any other type of activity conducted by or in
behalf of a school district, and any combination of the
foregoing, for a stated period of time greater than one class or
activity, but not to exceed ten consecutive calendar days. A
suspension may include a denial of admission to or entry upon
real and personal property that is owned, leased, rented, or
controlled by the district (WAC 180-40-205, 245, 250, 255).
ASD 3321

If you are not satisfied with the results of the conference with
the building administrator, the student, parent and/or guardian
may appeal the building administrator’s decision to the
superintendent/designee on two (2) days’ written notice. If not
resolved by the superintendent /designee, upon two (2) days
prior written notice, the student, parents or guardian may
present a written and/or oral grievance to the Board of Directors
at its next regular meeting or to the District’s Disciplinary
Appeal Council, if one has been appointed. The Board or
Council will respond within ten school business days after the
meeting.

Long-term Suspension--Means denial of attendance at any
single subject or class, or at any full schedule or type of activity
conducted by or in behalf of a school district, and any
combination of the foregoing for a stated period of time in
excess of ten consecutive days. A suspension also may include
a denial of admission to or entry upon real and personal
property that is owned, leased, rented, or controlled by the
district (WAC 180-40-205, 260, 265, 270). ASD 3323

Expulsion--Expulsion is the denial of attendance at any single
subject or class, or at any full schedule of subjects or classes, or
at any other type of activity conducted by or in behalf of a
school district, and any combination of the foregoing for an
indefinite period of time. An expulsion also may include a
denial of admission to or entry upon real and personal property
that is owned, leased, rented, or controlled by the school district.

Students may be expelled from school only upon the action of
the Board and it will be their duty to expel students for
misconduct when other facilities for adjustments have failed to
bring about proper conduct. All cases of students recommended
for expulsion will be referred to the superintendent in
accordance with ASD Policy 3313 Due Process (RCW
28A.58.010, WAC 180-40-205, 275, 280, 285). ASD 3330

Emergency Expulsion--Emergency expulsion will mean a denial
of attendance at any single subject or class, or at any full
schedule of subjects or classes, or at any other type of activity
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conducted by or in behalf of a school district, and any
combination of the foregoing, for an indefinite period of time.

Emergency expulsion also may include a denial of admission to
or entry upon real and personal property owned, leased, rented,
or controlled by the school district (WAC 180-40-205 (5)).

A student may be expelled immediately by the superintendent or
designee in emergency situations; provided, the superintendent
or designee has good and sufficient reason to believe the
student's presence poses an immediate and continuing danger to
the student, other students, school personnel, or an immediate
and continuing threat of substantial disruption of the
educational process. An emergency expulsion shall continue
until rescinded by the superintendent or designee, or until
modified or reversed pursuant to Board regulations (WAC 180-
40-295). ASD 3331

Readmission/Re-admittance--A  student who has been
suspended or expelled, who wishes to reenter any Auburn
school prior to termination of the imposed sanction, or after
completion of a specified sanction, may be readmitted if
sufficient evidence is submitted to the appropriate school
authorities to indicate the student may reasonably be expected to
comply with school regulations upon re-admittance. ASD 3332

*Exceptional Misconduct--Because of the issue of safety and/or
the potential of the disruptive effect on the school house,
violations of these discipline policies may result in suspension
with the student's first offense. ASD 3321 and 3323

STUDENT MEDICATION AT SCHOOL

Washington statute REQUIRES school personnel to obtain
written authorization and instructions from the parent/guardian
and the physician or dentist before administering any drug,
whether  prescription or over-the-counter, to students.
Instructions from the physician or dentist must include the
reason medication is to be given during school hours. It is
district policy to administer such medication only when failure
to receive the medicine may result in the student being unable to
attend school and/or to be well enough to participate in learning
activities at school. Where possible, the physician or dentist
should be encouraged to organize medication schedules so it
will not be necessary for the child to take medication at school.

Medication which is to be taken at school must be brought to
the office in the original container with the pharmacist's label
including the child's name, physician's or dentist's name,
medication, and dosage.

Authorization for medication forms are available at the school
office and in the office of many Auburn doctors and dentists. In
absence of the required form, a signed authorization from the
physician or dentist and the parent may be accepted.
Authorization for administration of medication to students shall
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be for a specific period of time, not to exceed the current school
year.
ASD 3416

STUDENT TRANSPORTATION

The purpose of school transportation rules and regulations is to
establish levels of behavior that insure the safety and comfort of
students riding district vehicles to and from school and school-
sponsored activities and events.

No student shall be disciplined nor shall his transportation rights
be suspended or limited except for sufficient cause and with due
process.  Only duly authorized school authorities shall
discipline or recommend suspension of a student's
transportation rights.

Serious cases of misconduct which create unsafe conditions can
result in interim suspension of the student's transportation
rights. Prior to initiating action which could result in the
suspension of a student's transportation rights for a period in
excess of three days, a student and parent or guardian will be
given an opportunity for a fair and impartial hearing, which
guarantees protection of the student's procedural rights unless
the student and parent or guardian specifically waive this right.
Such hearing and review shall be conducted in accordance with
district due process. ASD 3313

The following rules and regulations apply to all students using
school district transportation to and from school and school-
sponsored activities and events:

1. While loading, unloading, or being transported, the student
is under the jurisdiction of the driver, whose reasonable
direction must be obeyed promptly and willingly.

2. The student shall ride a regularly-assigned bus unless
specifically authorized to ride another by the building
principal or supervisor of transportation. (Principals will
verify availability of extra seating space with driver before
authorizing a change in buses and will not issue bus passes
for nonregular riders unless "safe seating space" is
available.)

3. Students shall not use vulgar or obscene language or
gestures while being transported on a school bus or while
waiting at bus stops and loading zones.

4. With the exception of ordinary conversation, students shall
observe regular standards of classroom conduct while on a
school bus.

5. Students shall not be permitted to leave the bus other than
at their regular stop without the written authorization of the
building principal or the supervisor of transportation.
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Each student may be assigned a seat by the driver in which
he/she shall be seated at all times unless specifically
authorized to change seats by the bus driver or supervisor
of transportation.

Eating on the bus is not permitted.

Students shall not throw refuse on the floor or from the
school bus windows.

Students shall not smoke, or have tobacco products on their
possession, or light matches or lighters, or use any flame or
sparking device on the school bus.

Students shall not open a bus window without authorization
of the driver; and at no time shall any student extend any
part of his/her body (hands, feet, head, etc.) outside the
school bus, whether the bus is in motion or stopped.

Students shall not carry on a bus any object which may
constitute a danger to another student (sticks, breakable
containers, firearms, straps, pen extending from clothing,
chemicals, explosives, skate boards, laser devices, radios,
earphones, hand-held video games, etc.).

Students may take only those music instruments that can be
secured on the students' lap or between their legs and that
won't disrupt the loading and unloading of students, i.e.,
flute, clarinet, trumpet, violin, trombone, and alto
saxophone are allowed. Drums, tenor saxophone, cello,
bass viola, baritone horn, and French horn are not allowed.

Animals, reptiles, fish, or fowl are not permitted on the bus
with the exception of seeing-eye dogs.

Bus aisles shall be kept clear of all books, personal effects,
and belongings of students, except as authorized by the
driver, building principal, or supervisor of transportation.

Students shall not distract the driver by talking to him/her
unnecessarily or obstruct his/her view in any direction.

Students shall remain seated while the bus is in motion and
are not to get on or off the bus until the bus has come to a
full stop.

Students shall board the bus in an orderly manner and
remain within the bus driver's view at all times.

Students shall cross the highway in front of the bus only
after verifying it is safe to do so and obtaining the consent
of the driver.

Students shall leave home in time to arrive at the bus stop
five (5) minutes prior to bus departure time.



STUDENT RIGHTS, RESPONSIBILITIES AND REGULATIONS

20. At the bus stop, students shall remain out of roadways and
avoid pushing, shoving, and damaging private property
surrounding the bus stop. In general, they shall remain
orderly and disciplined while awaiting arrival of the bus.

21. Students who must walk along a highway to and from a
bus-loading zone must walk where practicable on the left-
hand side of the road facing oncoming traffic. This also
applies to students leaving the bus-loading zone in the
evening.

22. In event of an emergency, students shall follow emergency
procedures as established by emergency exit drills.

23. Parents of student who damage school buses shall be
responsible for proper restoration or reimbursement to the
school district.

24. Students shall go directly to and from school bus-loading
zones and not loiter or run errands between the stop and
home.

Note: Any student using district transportation shall obey all
state, municipal, and district laws, rules, regulations, and
procedures while loading, unloading, or being transported on a
district vehicle. Violators may be referred to proper non-school
agencies when violations include unlawful acts.
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SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Unwelcome and/or uninvited sexual advances, requests for
sexual favors, and other verbal or physical conduct of a sexual
nature may constitute sexual harassment.

A student who believes he or she has been subjected to sexual
harassment is strongly encouraged to bring this to the immediate
attention of a teacher, principal, or office of personnel, as
appropriate, without fear of reprisal.

Complaints of sexual harassment will be investigated by
appropriate personnel. If you have concerns or questions about
an investigation please call 939-4317.

Use or possession of illicit drugs and/or unlawful possession or
use of alcohol on school property or at school-sponsored events
is illegal and harmful.
