This letter contains information about National Honor Society membership and the process by which members are selected.  Please read this material if you think that you might be interested in becoming an active member in Auburn High School’s NHS.

Purpose:

To promote enthusiasm for scholarship. To stimulate a desire to render service. To promote leadership. To develop character.
Selection:

As specified by the national constitution, AHS NHS members are selected annually by a committee of five teachers known as the Faculty Council.  They make their decision based on the student’s grades, attendance, character, and information about the student’s leadership and service activities provided by the student.

Membership:

To be considered for membership, you must be a sophomore, junior, or senior and:


1.
Have a cumulative GPA of 3.6 or above.

2.
Complete and return the Student Activity Information Form and hours log on time.


3.
Be active in at least two organizations in addition to NHS, one of which must be associated with Auburn High School.

4.
Have completed at least two service projects (one each semester) involving twenty hours of service within the last year, ten of which must be associated with Honor Society.  A service project involves time doing something for someone else and getting no direct benefit in return.  Examples are doing yard work for the elderly, working as a bell ringer for the Salvation Army during the holidays, tutoring, participating in WalkAmerica, serving as a pianist or teacher at church, or doing volunteer work for some public agency.  Raising funds so that your group may take a trip or buy something for your club, or doing chores at home, are not service projects.


5.
Miss no more than three of the scheduled meetings throughout the entire year; see calendar for details of when/where. It is your responsibility to sign in at each meeting. If you neglect to sign in, you will be considered absent.

6.
Maintain good character; no discipline actions. Carry yourself with honor and integrity every day.

7.
Must attend induction ceremony in order to be considered an official member.

Each year we have excellent students who do not meet the criteria in the above paragraphs.  In that case, students are counseled to increase their involvement and service activities for future membership consideration.  We also occasionally have excellent students who are not selected based upon character considerations.  Behavior and standards in the classroom, the halls, and at extracurricular activities are considered.  NHS members display the highest standards of conduct at all times, for their actions and attitudes should be the role models for fellow students.  Past lapses in judgment, depending on the severity, will not necessarily disqualify a student whose present behavior is exemplary.
